LICENCE CONDITIONS

1. GENERAL AND MISCELLANEQOUS

Registration of fishing vessel

11 The vessel to which this licence relates must be registered as a fishing vessel under the Merchant Shipping Act 1995. The vessel must be
more than 10 metresin overall length and registered at a port in Scotland.

Duration

12 Thislicence isvalid from 0001 hours on 01 January 2019 (or on alater specified date) until 2359 hours on 31 December 2027. This
licence rescinds and replaces any licence previously issued under the Sea Fish Licensing Order 1992.

Carriage and production of licence

13 This licence must be carried on board the vessel to which it relates at all times and must be produced to a British Sea Fishery Officer or
Marine Enforcement Officer on demand.

Noatification of variations
14 The master, owner, charterer, as appropriate, of the vessel to which this licence relates shall ensure that, no later than midnight every

Friday in each week, the Scottish Government website page www.gov.scot/coll ectiong/fishing-vessel-weekly-licence-variations/, is viewed, in
order to check for notices of variation, suspension or revocation affecting the licence, which appear on that page.

M aintenance of licence details

15 This licence becomesinvalid if any of the details connected to the vessel on the front two pages of the licence change, for examplein
relation to the kilowatt capacity or tonnage of the vessel. Should amendments be required to these details, an application should be made
immediately for anew licence or for the establishment of an entitlement to apply for alicence. Failure to submit such applications within 3 months
will result in the loss of any claim to alicence entitlement.

Carriage of logbook

16 Subject to 1.7 below and in relation to vessels less than 12 metresin overall length, the current EU logbook and those for the previous six
months, or areceipt issued by a British Sea Fishery officer or Marine Enforcement Officer where alogbook has been taken into his/her custody,
shall be carried on board the vessel to which they relate at all times and must be produced to a British Sea Fishery Officer or Marine Enforcement
Officer on demand.

Observers
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18 The vessel to which this licence relates shall, on receipt of areasonable request, accept on board observers authorised by the Scottish
Ministers to undertake activities specified by the Ministers. Masters of vessels shall provide adequate accommodation for observers, facilitate their
work and avoid interference with the discharge of their duties. Masters of vessels shall also provide observers access to relevant parts of the vessel,
including the catch, and to the vessel's documents including electronic files.

Pair trawling

19 The vessel to which this licence relates shall not pair trawl with a vessel which does not hold alicence to fish granted by one of the
Fisheries Administrations in the UK or, in the case of a foreign-flagged vessel, the authorities of the flag state. The vessel shall not pair trawl with
avessel from another country without the prior approval of the Scottish Ministers.

Outboard motor

2. AUTHORITY AND QUOTA LIMITS

Authority: general

21 Subject to the conditions and limitations of this licence, and to any prohibition on fishing imposed by order under Section 5 of the Sea
Fish (Conservation) Act 1967 (as amended), or by the European Commission under the provisions of Article 36 of Council Regulation (EU) No.
122472009 (as amended), this licence hereby authorises the above-named vessel to fish for all species of seafish (including shellfish) in the ICES
Division Ila(EU Zone), Sub ArealV, ICES Division Vb (EU Zone), Sub Areas VI, VII, VIII, IX, X, XII (International Waters) and X1V
(International Waters) and CECAF 34.1.1 (EU Zone), excluding those waters lying within 12 miles of the baseline from which the breadth of the
territorial sea adjacent to the Isle of Man and Channel |slands respectively is measured, but not extending beyond a line every point of whichis
equidistant from the nearest points of such baselines adjacent to the United Kingdom and France respectively.

2.2 This licence does not entitle the licence holder to fish in waters within the fishing limits of any foreign country where such fishing by
vessels flying the flag of the United Kingdom, Channel Ilands or Isle of Man in general, or the licensed vessel in particular, is prohibited by the
competent authoritiesin that country.

2.3 This licence does not absolve the licence holder from complying with any other laws relating to fishing.
Authority: quota limits

24 The vessel to which this licence relates shall not retain on board, land or trans-ship any seafish described in Annex |, in the sea areas
listed in the corresponding entry of that Annex as "closed" (whether permanently or during a specified period). Any such fish caught in a seaarea
which is"closed" in relation to that species must be returned to the seaimmediately. Where adate is entered in the "effective date” column, the
corresponding opening or closure of a speciesis effective from 0001 hours on the date specified.

25 The authority of thislicence is aso subject to the quota limitations set out in Annex | 1. All quantitative limitations are in live weight, and
relate to the maximum amount that may be caught and retained on board, landed or trans-shipped during the time period stated.

2.7 Notwithstanding any quota limitation detailed in the Annexes, the vessel to which this licence relates may not retain on board and land
Blue ling, caught in ICES Divisions I1a (EC Zone) and IV (EC Zone), in excess of 100 kgs during each fishing trip, and may not retain on board
and land Tusk, caught in ICES Divisions || (EC Zone) and X1V (International Waters), in excess of 100 kgs during each fishing trip.

2.8 Notwithstanding any quota limitation detailed in the Annexes, the vessel to which this licence relates may retain on board and land Cod caught
in ICES Divisions Vla; EU and International Waters of Vb east of 12°00'W only insofar as such catches do not exceed 2% by live weight of the
total catch retained on board the vessel during each fishing trip.

2.9 Notwithstanding any quota limitation detailed in the Annexes, the vessel to which this licence relates may retain on board and land Cod caught
in ICES division VIb; EU and International Waters of Vb west of 12°00'W, XI1 and X1V only insofar as such catches do not exceed 0.5% by live
weight of the total catch retained on board the vessel during each fishing trip.

2.10 Notwithstanding any quota limitation detailed in the Annexes, the vessel to which this licence relates may retain on board and land Whiting,
caught in ICES Divisions Vb (EC Zone), VI, XII (International Waters) and X1V (International Waters) only insofar as such catches do not exceed
10% by live weight of the total catch retained on board the vessel during each fishing trip.

Authority: Cod Recovery Zone

211 Thislicence constitutes a fishing authorisation to be absent from port and present in the Cod Recovery Zone, which is defined at point 2 of
Annex lla of Council Regulation (EC) No. 1342/2008, whilst carrying on board any of the fishing gears defined in point 1 of that Annex.

Authority: Western Waters

212 Where the vessel to which this licence relatesis over 15 metresin overall length, thislicenceis also a special permit to fish in Western
Waters and to fish, retain on board, trans-ship and land fishery resources, including Haddock, from the North East Atlantic Fisheries Commission
(NEAFC) Regulatory Area. Thislicence is aso aspecia permit to fish in the Biologically Sensitive Area, as defined in Article 6.1 of Council

Authority: shellfish

2.13 Unless expressly permitted at [Section 3], this licence does not authorise the above-named vessel to fish for shellfish. However, vessels
not so authorised may retain on board and land:

2131 up to 5 lobsters or crawfish per day, caught with pots or nets, and
2132 up to 25 crabs per day, caught with pots or nets, or

2133 any shellfish, excluding Green crabs, taken as a permitted by-catch, when fishing for other species using towed gear, up to a
maximum limit of 10% by weight, of the total catch.

214 For the purposes of 2.13, 'shellfish' means Lobster (Homarus gammarus), crawfish (Palinuus spp.), Edible crab (Cancer pagurus),
Velvet crab (Liocarcinus puber), Spider crab (Maja squinado) and Green crab (Carcinus maenus); and 'crabs means the four species of crabs so
specified.

Authority: Swordfish

215 This licence does not authorise fishing for Swordfish. An incidental by-catch of two fish of this species will however be allowed to be
retained on board during any fishing trip.

Authority: tuna

2.16 This licence does not authorise fishing for Albacore tuna. However, afishing vessel may retain on board any Albacore tuna caught as a
permitted by-catch when fishing for other species.

Landing Obligation

3.2 From 1 January 2019 vessels of all gear types must land all quota species caught, unless otherwise prohibited in Annex I.

Catchesthat may bereturned to the sea: exemptions from the landing obligations

35 Notwithstanding the application of the above-described landing obligations, it is permitted to return catches of fish otherwise subject to a
landing obligation in specified circumstances. A number of general exemptions apply:

351 fish that has been damaged by predators (for example, marine mammals, predatory fish or birds)

352 fish damaged by disease or parasites (for example, sealice)

4. USE OF FISHING EQUIPMENT

Beam trawl

4.1 Unless expressly permitted at [Section 3], this licence does not authorise the vessel to which this licence relates to fish by the beam trawl
method in either of ICES ArealV or ICES Area VII. For the purposes of this paragraph "beam trawl" means, in relation to fishing for whitefish, a
net which is kept open by a beam or frame and which is dragged along the sea bed.

Scallop dredge

4.2 Unless expressly permitted at [Section 3], this licence does not authorise the vessel to which this licence relates to fish by means of
Scallop dredge gear towed by the vessal.

Electrical generating equipment

4.3 The vessel to which this licence relates shall only carry on board electrical generating equipment required for safe navigation and safe
operation of the vessel. The vessel shall not carry on board nor deploy into the sea any electrical equipment, including electrical generators, cables,
probes, grids or any other equipment capable of transmitting electrical currents to the seabed.

Cod-end mesh size- "onenet rule’

44 The vessel to which this licence relates may not, when fishing with trawls or seines, carry on board fishing gear with cod-end mesh size
of 100 mm and greater and also fishing gear with cod-end mesh size of between 54mm and 100 mm.

Requirementsfor sguare mesh escapement panel

extension piece and the posterior of the cod-end. The overall length of the panel will be 3 metres and will be positioned no further than 12-15
metres from the cod-line (i.e. the rearmost row of meshes of the panel shall be no more than 12 metres from the cod-line). If the vessel to which
this licence relates has engine power of 112 kilowatts (taken from the vessel's certificate of registry or this licence, including any mismatch) or less
the overall length of the panel may be 2 metres and the panel may be 160 mm.

4.6 The vessel to which this licence relates must, when fishing with trawls or seines with cod-end mesh size of 100 mm or greater but less
than 120 mm, install into their fishing gear a 120 mm square mesh escapement panel which has no more than two open diamond meshes (5in NS)
between the longitudinal side of the panel and the adjacent selvedge and shall be placed in the top half or top sheet of anet in front of any
extension piece and the posterior of the cod-end. The overall length of the panel will be 3 metres and will be positioned no further than 12-15
metres from the cod-line (i.e. the rearmost row of meshes of the panel shall be no more than 12 metres from the cod-line). If the vessel to which
this licence relates has engine power of 112 kilowatts (taken from the vessel's certificate of registry or thislicence, including any mismatch) or less
the overall length of the panel may be 2 metres.

4.7 From 1 July 2020, fishing vessels operating with bottom trawls or seinesin ICES divisions 6a and 5b, within Union waters, East of 12°W
(West of Scotland) shall comply with the following measures: (a) mandatory use of a square mesh panel (positioning retained) of at least 300 mm
for vessels deploying a cod-end mesh size less then 100 mm,; for vessels below 12 min length over all and/or with engine power of 200 kW or
less, the panel overall length may be 2 m and the panel 200 mm in Norway |obster (Nephrops norvegicus) fisheries; (b) mandatory use of a square
mesh panel (positioning retained) of at least 160 mm for vessels deploying a cod-end mesh size of 100-119 mm and if catches comprising more
than 30% of Norway |obster (Nephrops norvegicus)

4.7.1 A selective gear or device assessed by the STECF as having the same or higher selectivity characteristics for cod, haddock and whiting then
the measures set out in paragraph 1 may be used as an alternative to those measures.

4.8 The vessel to which this licence, relates whilst using mobile gear must use a minimum mesh size of 120mmin all waters or seaarealV,
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bar activity in mud areas/nephrop areas. There are eight defined mud/nephrops area within the 120mm zome which are exempy on the basis that
mud areas are primarily nephrops grounds.
